Your GPS Works Because of Einstein's Theory!

where you are? GPS satellites orbiting Earth carry highly
accurate clocks that constantly send timing signals to your
device.

According to Einstein's Theory of Relativity, time moves slightly
differently in space than it does on Earth. Scientists must
account for these tiny differences, or GPS locations could
become inaccurate by several kilometres each day.

The James Webb Space Telescope Sees the Earliest Galaxies
The James Webb Space Telescope (JWST) is the most powerful
space telescope ever built. It can look back nearly 13.5 billion
years, allowing scientists to observe some of the earliest
galaxies formed after the Big Bang.

How is this possible?

Because light takes time to travel through space, looking
farther away means looking further back in time. JWST is
essentially helping us explore the universe's earliest chapters.
